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Minutes

1. The chair called the meeting to order.   Participants were identified and self-introductions were made.  
2. The agenda was reviewed and an item was added to review the rules for participation and voting rights on the WG.  The agenda was unanimously approved as modified.
3. Jim Turner reported that 3 labs had completed the 1st round-robin and the equipment was going to the 4th lab.  A 5th and possibly a 6th lab will participate.

Steve Julstrom reported that the data was looking consistent with expectation, confirming the expected differences between the old and new test method.

Six phones are being tested in the round-robin but several have multiple modes, increasing the number of modes being tested.
4. Steve Julstrom presented his analysis and proposal regarding the no-test threshold, presented in his November 12 contribution, “Analysis of Wireless Device Emissions Measurement Data and Recommendations”.

After discussion a vote was taken to adopt, with editorial revision, Steve’s proposed wording for the 1st paragraph of section 4.3 of the draft.  The vote passed with no negatives and one abstension.

5. A review of Steve Julstrom’s analysis of E v H field, “Analysis of Wireless Device Emissions Measurement Data and Recommendations”, November 12, 2009, and “Comparison of Emissions and Immunity Data”, January 21, 2010.  From his analysis of the data Steve concluded that eliminating the H-Field testing for WD’s was supported by the data with only a small percentage of phones being different in their rating by more than a dB or two.  

A discussion then occurred speculating on how representative the data used in the analysis would be of future designs, especially designs with very different form factors.  The WG decided to defer a decision so as to allow manufacturers to talk to their antenna designers to explore the possible future variation in E / H field in future designs, especially those with very different form factors.
6. The chair reviewed the rules for participation and voting membership in the WG.
